DMTF to Address Need for
Open Software Defined
Data Center Standards

On May 28, 2013, the DMTF
announced it has formed a group to
address the need for Software Defined
Data Center management standards. The
DMTF’s Open Software Defined Data
Center (OSDDC) Incubator will work to
develop standard architectures and
definitions to describe the emerging
technology that is expected to
revolutionize IT infrastructure in the
coming years.

While various management standards
exist for physical, virtual and cloud-
based systems, the industry is currently
lacking standard architectures and
definitions to describe the abstract,
